3. ADMINISTRATION.
 

A. City Manager Joan Riley reported the dog kennels have been ordered for the new animal
shelter, but not yet shipped.  The shelter will open as soon as possible.

The Canyon Road bid documents have been received.  Staff is waiting for the Hickory
Street bid documents, so  both projects will be bid at the same time.

The eastside sewer project is scheduled to be completed in June with cost savings.

The Youth Sports Complex road is being constructed.  The project is on tract. 
 

B. City Manager Joan Riley reported that ODOT has agreed the intersection at 49th West
Avenue and State Highway 117 does warrant a traffic signal.   Additional right-of-way
will need to be obtained by both the city and Creek County.  A meeting will need to be
held with Creek County and ODOT to work out specifics. 

 

C. A list of potential General Bond projects was presented for discussion.  The categories
with estimates are as follows:  Public Safety - $5,000,000; Street, Bridges, Route 66 and
Downtown Revitalization - $6,900,000.00; Community -  $8,500,000.00; Economic
Development - $2,750,000.00; Parks and Recreation - $9,488,731.00;  Other capital
considerations - $750,000.00.   An 18 mill levy would be required for the financing. 

An election could be held in the month of October 2019 or December 2019.

No action was taken by the committee.
 

4. ADJOURNMENT.

There being no further business to consider, motion was made by Mr. Bruce Bledsoe,
seconded by Mr. John Anderson, to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.
